WHAT TO DO IF A PERSON WITH A DEVELOPMENTAL DISABILITY
IS ABUSED, NEGLECTED, OR HAS SOMETHING ELSE BAD THAT
HAPPENS TO HER/HIM

If someone is “ABUSED” that means the person has been hurt on purpose by another person.
For example the person may have been hit, kicked, pinched, pushed down, or maybe hurt in
other ways that cause pain.

If someone is “NEGLECTED” that means someone else who is supposed to care for the person
(food, home, health care, help to take care of oneself) often does not give the care that’s needed.




There are other bad things (MAJOR UNUSUAL INCIDENTS) that sometimes happen to a
person and that we do not want to have happen again. Some of these bad things might be:

Getting arrested by the police.

Having a fire or flood or other big problem that could cause someone to be hurt
Getting hurt in an accident so the person has to go to the hospital

Getting so sick that the person has to go to the hospital

Getting sick from medicine a person takes

If any of these things happen to a person you know who has a “developmental disability,” you
should call the MRDD Program and tell us about it.
